STUDENTS IN LEVEL 1 CAN...

* Speak using basic sentence patterns with memorized phrases and groups of a few words and
formula.

* Inferactin a simple way, but very short utterances, pauses, false starts and reformulation are
very evident.

* Understand frequently used expressions in areas of most immediate relevance.

* Answer guestions and respond to simple statements, however they are rarely able to
understand enough to keep conversation going on their own accord.

* Possibly speak accurately with frequently used routines and patterns in predictable situations,
but circumlocutions and pauses occur often.
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
